Effective January 1, 2012, the purpose of the PPPMA is to record the
difference between the Company’s Public Purpose Program (PPP) revenue
requirement authorized in Decision (D.) 11-11-009 and that requested by the
Company in Application (A.)11-06-019. D.14-11-005 extended the PPPMA on
a month-to-month basis beginning January 1, 2015 until the Commission
adopts a final decision approving Southwest Gas' 2015-2017 ESA and CARE
Program Budget Application.

20B. APPLICABILITY

CARE and NonCARE costs recorded in the PPPMA will be recovered from
customers in the same manner as the Company’s authorized PPP revenue
requirement.

20C. DISPOSITION

Costs recorded in the PPPMA will be reconciled with the Company's PPP
expenses and revenues recorded pursuant to Section 17 Public Purpose
Program (PPP) Balancing Accounts (Section 17) of the Preliminary
Statements of this California Gas Tariff. Costs, including interest calculated as
set forth in Section 12B of these Preliminary Statements, in excess of those
recoverable pursuant to Section 17 may be recovered in rates only after
request by the Company and approval by the Commission.
